The curriculum will focus on the language and the understanding of Chinese history, architecture and
development.

We will divide students into subgroups to promote discussion and sharing.

We will provide site visits for enrichment purpose, as well as opportunities for community service on and
off campus. Students will experience first hand how rapidly China and its Capital have developed
structurally and culturally in the last 30 years.

Design and tours will be closely incorporated with inquiry and exploration based activities. Students will
learn from different perspectives and by communicating with the local people.

Many assignments will require students to form small teams to gather information and ask the proper
questions in order to complete. This will encourage students to work together to build teamwork.
Students will be required to present their findings in a written and oral news reports for sharing. This wa,
not only will students gain new knowledge from one another, but it will also be a very good opportunity for
the students to use and practice their Putonghua.

Through experiencing the program and its many activities, students will develop a deeper understanding

on China’s development, architecture and culture, as well as sharpening their language skills.

Note: A language assessment will be given at the start of the program. Based on each student’s competency

level, Tsinghua University staff will place them into the appropriate classes and learning material. An exam

will be given at the end of the program.
